Freighthouse Progress ..o ru -

In the Spring of 2004 a contract was awarded to Voss Construction of
Atascadero for Phase 1 of the rehabilitation of the Freighthouse. According to
City Project Manager Mike McGuire, work that has been completed so far
included construction of the foundation, some removal of lead paint, patching

the corrugated roofing as needed and completely repair-
ing the wooden upper flat roof area. All of the freight
doors have been reinforced and sealed with plywood.
The doors probably won’t be reinstalled until the appro-
priate hardware becomes available. This may require
some reproduction.
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Rotted lower portions of the building were removed. On
the south end there was no foundation.

On the rest of the building, the bottom 18” of the frame
was removed and a concrete base was poured in its
place. The outer wood will be replaced at a later time.

Inside the barn will be exhibits of
railroad memorabilia, and a VCR
showing railroad videos. Tables will
be availabe for vendors to sell rail-
railroad related
